Barbara Carpenter presented the Financial Report to each Council Member for the month of February 2025; Motion #1973 to approve the financials was made by Lisa Lowder, second by Andrew Smith; Vote: 4 Aye, 0 No.

Fire Protection was presented by Millie Steed with no report. 

Police Protection was presented by Lisa Lowder with reports from January 2025 with 51 events and February 2025 with 63 events. 

Street Maintenance was presented by Millie Steed who reported that she is working on confirming the regulation height for the signs, and the street signs/materials have been ordered through the county. 

Waste Collection was presented by Lisa Lowder who shared that the Bi Annual Clean up drive will take place on April 12-26th. 
     
Zoning was presented by Andrew Smith, who reported that the meeting ran very smoothly and was run by the new Chairman Mr. Mark Tucker. Attorney Al Benshoff attended the meeting and provided training to the members. Attorney Al Benshoff also answered questions the board had. Mike Efird reported that JSK storage was given final approval after fulfilling all of their requirements of paving, landscaping, and lighting. Streamside is moving quickly there are about 3-5 building permits and 5-10 inspections per week. They also moved forward with asphalt on phase 2, should be looking at a final plat approval shortly. There are approximately 30 houses completed and about 20 more coming done. The issue with the NCDOT permit has been resolved. 

Parks and Recreation was presented by Andrew Smith, the town is currently waiting on the results from the environmental study that was performed on the property.
