The Minutes of the last Planning and Zoning meeting of March 2, 2026 were approved. A Motion to approve the minutes was made by: Jennifer D’Amore, second by Wendell Copeland. Vote: 5 Aye, 0 No.

Old Business:

Mike Efird shared the notes from the technical review committee meeting held on March 26, 2026. The notes, along with requests for corrections, were sent to Joseph Burleson, and the town is currently awaiting his reply.

Mike Efird shared his report on Phase 3 of the Streamside Subdivision. He noted that all curbing has been poured, with gravel to be laid next, followed by asphalt. The final plat is expected very shortly. He also reported that he drove through the continuation of Stonewater Drive and observed that only about 13 lots remain to be completed in that section.

New Business:

Mike Efird reported that he received a request for a minor subdivision located at 420 Peachtree Road. The property is currently zoned RA, and the owner will need to rezone to R20 in order to create two lots due to the size of the parcel. He noted that this will qualify as an exempt subdivision since it is under two acres, is being divided into only two lots, and will not require a street right-of-way dedication. The owner will also need to obtain septic tank approval from the county before moving forward.

Mike Efird reported that he received a request for a proposed subdivision at 415 Running Creek Church Road for a minor family subdivision. The property is currently zoned RA and will not require rezoning. The owners are looking to only divide, no plans for building at the current time. This project is in the initial planning phases, and once the plans are more finalized, it will require approval by either the board or town council.
