Mayor Lionel Hahn Called the meeting to order

The agenda was approved, Motion #2094 to approve the agenda with an addition of item #10 to call for a public hearing for rezoning 113 Gaddis Road; was made by Lisa Lowder, second by Barbara Carpenter Vote: 4 Aye, 0 No. 

The Minutes of the council meeting on September 28, 2025, were approved with spelling and date corrections, Motion #2095 to approve was made by Andrew Smith, second by Lisa Lowder; Vote: 4 Aye, 0 No.

Barbara Carpenter presented the Financial Report to each Council Member for the month of September 2025; There was a mention of the Windstream bill being higher than last month, this was due to the phones not being on the new fiber plan as of last month, they are now on the bill this month and the old account has been closed out and refunded due to the wait on the phones. Motion #2096 to approve the financials was made by Lisa Lowder, second by Andrew Smith Vote: 4 Aye, 0 No.

Fire Protection was presented by Millie Steed; the town had its annual fire inspection done and we passed with flying colors. There also was a post on the West Stanly Fire Facebook page with an alarm total of 85 for the month of September and total alarms to date for 2025 = 946 with 8 working fires, 2 Extrications, 2 fly outs, and 2 water rescues. 

Street Maintenance was presented by Millie Steed; Three signs were repaired and installed, one on South Oakridge and E. Red Cross, Smith Grove and W Red Cross, and Providence Road and W Red Cross. Millie Steed also shared she was made aware of some rural area funding available for pedestrian projects at the most recent TAC meeting. Mike Efird added he has been speaking with Marc Morgan with the NCDOT to get funding, if possible, from this round. The town just received notice their speed sign has shipped and hopefully should arrive tomorrow. 

Police protection was presented by Lisa Lowder; There was no report sent for this month we will reach out to Sheriff Miller and see if we can get it to share at next month’s meeting. There are still board members receiving complaints about Hatley Burris and Hilltop Road speeding. Lisa Lowder will reach out to Jeff Crisco and notify him to have the deputies focus on those areas when possible. 

Waste collection was presented by Lisa Lowder; with no report.

Zoning was presented by Andrew Smith who deferred to Mike Efird for a report. Mike Efird shared he picked up a few signs, but had some trouble getting the posts out of the ground will need a removal tool in the near future for these. The planning board is also working on the town ordinance this should take them a few months as they are working on a single chapter at a time. Millie Steed requested as the chapters are approved by the zoning board, they are then shared with the council. Attorney Jim Phillips gave an update on the Robert Nabett property, the deed of trust is suggesting it is going into foreclosure, due to the system going all digital he cannot confirm further. Once the program is finished being updated/changed over he will continue to look into the matter. Mike Efird also looked into the mobile home ordinance, we currently do not allow mobile homes, per attorney Al Benshoff we cannot zone out mobile homes. Mike Efird will work on this and hopefully have this for approval next month. 

Parks and Recreation was presented by Andrew Smith; The permits for NCDOT and NCDEQ have been submitted, and bids are expected to begin mid-December. 

Building and Grounds was presented by Andrew Smith; The buildings have been torn down and hauled off with a lot less dumpster loads than originally expected. 

OLD BUSINESS:

There was no old business to discuss. 

NEW BUSINESS:

The Council discussed and voted on the quote for flooring in town hall. The council discussed looking into different material other than LVP, due to the lack of durability with rolling chairs. Motion#2097 to table for November, and investigate further was made by Barbara Carpenter, Second by Millie Steed; Vote: 4 Aye, 0 No.

The Council discussed and voted on moving the part F reimbursement money received, back into the general fund. Motion#2098 was made by Andrew Smith, Second by Barbara Carpenter; Vote: 4 Aye, 0 No.

The Council discussed and voted on calling for a public hearing for the rezoning of 113 Gaddis Road. There are two prospective tenants, one will need a different type of zoning so the owners are looking to split zone to M1. Motion#2099 to call for a public hearing on Monday November 10 was made by Millie Steed, Second by Lisa Lowder; Vote: 4 Aye, 0 No.

Mayor Lionel Hahn opened the floor for comments from citizens; There is a NCDOT sign in the median between dollar general and town hall that needs to be put back up. 

Mayor Lionel Hahn opened the floor for comments from the council, Andrew Smith shared he also had two citizens from Hilltop share their concerns with speeding on their street. Barbara Carpenter thanked Mike Efird and Shannon Alberta for their work, Lisa Lowder and Millie Steed also thanked Jim and Erin Edwards for their volunteer work for the town. Mayor Lionel Hahn expressed his gratitude for everyone in attendance.
